•	 Check the brush cutter mounting plate for 
damage. Check for loose or missing parts. 
Repair as needed before operation. 

•	 Check all welds on the attachment for wear 
and damage each time the attachment is 
removed from the machine. 

•	 Check for damaged or missing safety decals. 
Replace if necessary. 

•	 Inspect the safety chain for damage. Not all 
machines will attach the same; see Figure 1 for 
an example of how a chain might attach.

•	 Inspect the machine’s mounting frame. (See 
the machine’s Operator’s Manual for inspecting 
the mounting frame). Replace any parts that 
are damaged, bent, or missing. Keep all 
fasteners tight. Look for cracked welds. 

•	 Check condition of all hydraulic components 
for leaks. Repair as required.

Weekly Inspection

Check the following items every 40 hours of 
operation:

•	 Check blade bolts for correct torque 1440 ft/ lb. 
(1952 N•m).

•	 Check all bolts for tightness.

•	 3/8” bolts to 50 ft/lb (67.5 N•m) torque. 1/2” 
bolts to 100 ft/lb (135 N•m) torque.

•	 Inspect the deck for cracks, bends, or damage.

•	 Inspect discharge chains and replace any 
missing or broken chains.

 

Monthly Inspection
	
•	 Inspect the blades for cracks, bends, or 

excessive wear.

•	 Check skid plates for wear.

•	 Check that all bolts are tight.

•	 Check blades and mounting plate for cracks or 
damage. Replace if necessary.

•	 Check blade mounting hardware for correct 
torque 1440 ft/ lb. (1952 N•m). Check mounting 
plate hardware.

•	 Check chains, deck, shields and guards. Repair 
if damaged or replace if necessary.

•	 Check for damaged or missing decals. Replace 
if necessary.

•	 Check for damaged or leaking hydraulic hoses 
or fittings. Replace if necessary.

•	 Clean all debris, leaves, grass and flammable 
material from deck area and under covers.

•	 Lubricate as required

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3.3 Attachment Installation

Cutting Procedures

Grass Cutting

With the blades rotating, tilt the machine’s 
mounting frame until the brush cutter deck is 
parallel to the ground.

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3.5 Cutter Height Adjustment
Leveling the deck:

1. Park the host machine on level ground, with the 
attachment raised slightly off the ground, and the 
hydraulics safely blocked. 

2. Loosen the teardrop-shaped tabs (Item 1) [Figure 
2] away from the center of the turnbuckle.

3. Using a screwdriver or similar tool inserted into 
the center of the turnbuckle (Item 2) [Figure 2], 
adjust the length of each turnbuckle until the angle 
of the deck is level with the machine. 

4. Turn the teardrop shaped tabs backwards 
against the middle section of each turnbuckle to 
tighten them in place.

Adjusting the cutting height

1. Park the host machine on level ground, with the 
attachment raised slightly off the ground, and the 
hydraulics safely blocked.
