About the Rock Bucket Grapple
Attachment

The rock bucket grapple attachment is intended
for use in materials handling. The primary use of
the rock bucket grapple attachment includes land
clearing, landscaping, demolition, construction,
and grounds maintenance. Use of this equipment
in any other manner is considered to be contrary
to the intended use of the attachment.

Rock Bucket Grapples

The rock bucket grapple is quickly becoming a
necessity among all contractors today. This unique
rock bucket grapple is offered in a variety of sizes
for a variety of applications.

The Severe Duty Rock Bucket Grapple attachment
combines the sifting and leveling actions of a skid
steer bucket with the “grabbing ability” of two
hydraulic grapples. The basic design of the rock
bucket grapple attachment allows it to load and
grapple large and/or uneven objects. The bucket
is also designed to pick up all but the smallest
debris. Our rock bucket grapples feature enclosed
cylinders and hoses to protect against debris

and stray limbs. The depth of the bucket has

been increased, giving it a large loading capacity.
The Severe Duty Rock Bucket Grapple also has
removable sides for optional increased volume of
smaller debris. With our new design you will have
an unobstructed view of the materials entering
and exiting the skid steer attachment. No other
skid steer rock bucket grapple attachment on the
market provides these essential features.

A prime mover is any equipment, tractor, or skid
steer providing power to the attachment.

« Read and follow instructions in this manual
and the machine’s Operators Manual before
operating.

« The manual must always remain with the
machine. In case of loss or damage, request
a new copy from your dealer or from Blue
Diamond.

« Only qualified and trained operators should
operate, maintain, and service this attachment.

2.2 Qualified Operators

Operator Training

3.2 Attachment Installation

Connecting Attachment To The Prime
Mover

NOTE: Before attempting to attach the rock bucket
grapple to the prime mover, verify that all hydraulic
couplings are compatible.

Entering the Operator’s Position

Use the attachment safety treads, handles and
steps (on the machine) to enter the operator’s
position.

When in the operator’s position, lower safety seat
bar, start the engine and release the parking brake.

Leaving the Operator’s Position

Improper attachment to the prime mover may
cause personal injury.

All hydraulic connections must be clean and free
of debris before making any connection.

« Always park on a flat level surface.
» Place attachment flat on the ground.

1. Place the rock bucket grapple attachment on a
level surface.

2. Position the prime mover facing the attachment
close to the mount.

3. Insert and connect the prime mover into the
attachment.

4. Connect the hydraulic lines from the
attachment to the prime mover.

5. Close latches (or other locking mechanism) to
secure the attachment to the prime mover.

Park the machine/attachment on a flat level
surface.

Place all controls in neutral, engage the park
brake, stop the engine and wait for all moving
parts to stop. Leave the operator’s position.

The locking mechanism must extend through the
holes in the attachment mounting frame. Failure to
secure locking mechanism can allow attachment
to come off.

6. Using the prime mover, raise the attachment
and move the attachment to ensure hydraulic
lines are clear of air and operate properly.

Disconnecting Attachment From the
Machine

Improper disconnection from the prime mover
may cause personal injury or damage to the
attachment and prime mover.

Hydraulics should operate in an even and smooth
manner. Hydraulic movement that is not even and
smooth may indicate that air is in the hydraulic lines.

A cauvtion A

All hydraulic connections must be clean and free
of debris before making any disconnection.

7. Lower the attachment to ground level

8. Inspect that the attachment is mounted
properly and securely. If the attachment
does not meet this requirement, follow the
instructions to remove the rock bucket grapple
and re-attach using the instructions above.

1. Using the prime mover, lower the attachment
to the ground.

2. To prevent contamination, remove any dirt
and debris from the couplings. Disconnect the
hydraulic connection between the attachment
and the prime mover.

NOTE: Hydraulic connections must be
disconnected before disengaging latches to
prevent damage to the prime mover or the
attachment.

3. Disengage the prime mover latches (or other
locking mechanism) from the attachment.

4. Move the prime mover away from the
attachment.




4. Inspections and Maintenance

41 Equipment Inspection

It is recommended to inspect the equipment for
damage and wear before use. Use the following
list as a guideline during equipment inspection.

« Check all hardware connections to the prime
mover for damage or fatigue such as cracks or
other structural flaws.

« Check that all latches or locks are closed.

« Check that all hydraulic fittings are tight and
free of leaks.

« Check that all hydraulic lines are free of leaks,
holes, or cracks.

4.2 Usage Guidelines

Before each use do the following:

« Perform the equipment inspection by
performing a walk around.

« Perform daily inspection as indicated in the
Inspection Checklist found in section 4.4 on
page 1.

- Verify that the proper attachment is being used
for the task. Use the rock bucket grapple for
materials handling only.

Leaking fluids under pressure can enter the skin
and cause serious injury or death.
